ARTICLE | — GENERAL CONDITIONS; DEFINITIONS

The General Conditions (as defined in the Appendix to this Agreement) apply
to and form part of this Agreement.

Unless the context requires otherwise, the capitalized terms used in this
Agreement have the meanings ascribed to them in the General Conditions or
in the Appendix to this Agreement.

ARTICLE Il — LOAN

The Bank agrees to lend to the Borrower, on the terms and conditions set
forth or referred to in this Agreement, the amount of sixty-nine million three
hundred thousand Euro (€69,300,000), as such amount may be converted
from time to time through a Currency Conversion (‘Loan”), to assist in
financing:

The interest rate is the Reference Rate plus the Variable Spread; or such rate
as may apply following a Conversion; subject to Section 3.02(e) of the
General Conditions.

The Payment Dates are April 15 and October 15 in each year.
