LOAN AGREEMENT

by and between

The Government of the Republic of Serbia

as borrower

and

The Government of the Emirate of Abu Dhabi (United Arab Emirates)

as lender

in relation to a loan facility of USD 1,000,000,000
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THIS LOAN AGREEMENT is dated 6 March 2014, will become effective on the Effective
Date and is entered into between:

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA, as a representative of the
Republic of Serbia (the "Borrower"); and

THE GOVERNMENT OF THE EMIRATE OF ABU DHABI (UNITED ARAB EMIRATES),
acting through its Department of Finance (the "Lender").

WHEREAS,

1) The Law on Budget of the Republic of Serbia for 2014 (Zakon o budzetu
Republike Srbije za 2014. godinu) (the "Annual Budget Law") ("Official Gazette
of the Republic of Serbia", no. 110/2013) in Article 3.B.VI.1.2 envisaged a loan
facility to fund certain general budget purposes;

2) Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Loan Agreement, the
Lender is willing to lend the Loan to the Borrower within the borrowing limits set
out in the Article 3.B.VI.1.2. of the Annual Budget Law.

NOW IT IS HEREBY AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

Definitions and Interpretation
Definitions
In this Loan Agreement (including its recitals):

"Authority” means any national, supranational, regional or local government or
governmental, administrative, fiscal, judicial or parliamentary body, department,
commission, authority, tribunal, agency or entity, or central bank (or any person,
whether or not government owned and howsoever constituted or called, that
exercises the functions of a central bank).

"Authorizations" means any consent, registration, filing, agreement,
notarization, certificate, license, approval, permit, authority or exemption from, by
or with any Authority, whether given by express action or deemed given by failure
to act within any specified time period.

"Availability Period" means the period from and including the date of this Loan
Agreement to and including the date falling six (6) months from the date of this
Loan Agreement.

"Business Day" means a day (other than a Friday, Saturday or Sunday) on which
banks are open for general business in Belgrade, Serbia and Abu Dhabi, United
Arab Emirates and, in relation to any date for payment or purchase of USD, New
York, United States of America.

"Certified Copy" means a copy of an original document which is certified by the
competent court in the Republic of Serbia or by the Minister of Finance of Republic
of Serbia (or any person or persons specified in a written resolution of the Minister
of Finance of the Republic of Serbia authorizing such person whose name and
specimen signature is set out in such resolution) as being a true copy of that
document.



"Default" means a Potential Event of Default or an Event of Default.

"Disbursement" means the disbursement of the Loan by the Lender to the
Borrower pursuant to Clause 4.2 (Availability and Disbursement of the Loan) of
this Loan Agreement.

"Disbursement Date" means the date on which the Disbursement is advanced to
the Borrower.

"Disbursement Request' means a disbursement request duly signed by the
authorized representative of the Borrower in the form attached hereto as Schedule
1 (Form of Disbursement Request).

"Effective Date" means the date on which this Loan Agreement becomes
effective in accordance with Clause 3.1 (Effective Date).

"Event of Default" shall have the meaning set forth in Clause 12 (Events of
Default and Acceleration).

"Financial Indebtedness" shall mean, as to any person, without duplication,
(a) all obligations (including principal, interest, fees and charges) of such person
for borrowed money, (b) all obligations of such person evidenced by bonds,
debentures, notes or similar instruments, (c) the currently available amount of all
letters of credit issued for the account of such person and, without duplication, all
outstanding reimbursement obligations with respect thereto, (d) any guarantees
or indemnities issued by such person to secure obligations of any third parties.

"Final Repayment Date" means the date which is one hundred twenty (120)
months from the Disbursement Date.

"Indemnitee" means the Lender and any department, ministry or other body of
the executive of the Lender.

"Interest Payment Date" means the last day of each Interest Period.

"Interest Period" means, in the case of the first such Interest Period, the period
commencing on (and including) the Disbursement Date and for each subsequent
Interest Period, the period commencing on (and including) an Interest Payment
Date and in each case ending on (but excluding) the next Interest Payment Date,
provided however that:

(A) if the Interest Period would otherwise end on a day which is not a Business
Day the relevant Interest Period will end on the next day which is a Business Day
in that calendar month (if there is one) or the preceding Business Day (if there is
not); and

(B) in no case shall any Interest Period end after the Final Repayment Date.
"Interest Rate" means two (2) % per annum.

"Loan" means a loan made or to be made under this Loan Agreement constituted
or to be constituted by a Disbursement or, as the context may require, the
balance of the Outstanding Amount, from time to time.



"Loan Agreement" means this agreement, together with any exhibits, annexes
and schedules attached hereto as may be from time to time amended or modified
by the mutual agreement of the Parties and which form the entire understanding
of the parties with respect to the subject matter.

"National Bank of Serbia" means the central bank of the Republic of Serbia
(Narodna banka Srbije) with duties and responsibilities as defined in the Law on
the National Bank of the Republic of Serbia ("Official Gazette of Republic of
Serbia", no. 72/2003, 55/2004, 44/2010, 76/2012 and 106/2012; as amended or
restated).

"Outstanding Amount" means at any time the principal amount of the Loan
disbursed to and not repaid by the Borrower.

"Party" means a party to this Loan Agreement.

"Potential Event of Default" means any event or circumstance which would
constitute an Event of Default (with the expiry of a grace period, the giving of
notice, the making of any determination under the Loan Agreement or any
combination of any of the foregoing).

"Sanctions" means any embargoes or sanctions administered or enforced by the
United States of America, the United Nations and the European Union.

"Security Interest" means any mortgage, charge, pledge, lien including, without
limitation, anything having an equivalent effect to any of the foregoing under the
laws of any jurisdiction.

"Tax(es)" means any and all present or future taxes (of any nature and however
termed), levies, fiscal charges, imposts, duties, including customs and import
duties, fees, assessments, surcharges, restrictions, conditions or other charges of
whatever nature and however arising which are now or at any time hereafter
imposed, assessed, charged, levied, collected, demanded, withheld or claimed by
any government or taxing authority.

"Third Parties Act" means the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999.

"UsSD", "$" and "dollars" mean the lawful currency of the United States of
America.

1.2 Interpretation
Unless a contrary indication appears, any reference in this Loan Agreement to:

1.2.1 the Lender, the Borrower or any party shall be construed so as to include its
successors in title, permitted assigns and permitted transferees;

1.2.2 assets includes present and future properties, revenues and rights of every
description;

1.2.3 this Loan Agreement or any other agreement or instrument is a reference to
that Loan Agreement or other agreement or instrument as amended,
novated, supplemented, extended or restated;

1.2.4 indebtedness includes any obligation (whether incurred as principal or as
surety) for the payment or repayment of money, whether present or
future, actual or contingent;



1.2.5 a person includes any individual, firm, company, corporation, government,
state or agency of a state or any organization, institution, association,
trust, joint venture, consortium or partnership (whether or not having
separate legal personality) and includes one or more of that person's
assigns, transferees, successors in title, delegates, sub-delegates and
appointees (in the case of a Party, in so far as such assigns, transferees,
successors in title, delegates, sub-delegates and appointees are
permitted);

1.2.6 a regulation includes any regulation, rule, official directive, request or
guideline (whether or not having the force of law) of any governmental,
intergovernmental or supranational body, agency, department or
regulatory, self-regulatory or other authority or organization;

1.2.7 a provision of law is a reference to that provision as amended or re-
enacted;

1.2.8 section, clause and schedule headings are for ease of reference only;
1.2.9 a Default is continuing if it has not been remedied or waived; and
1.2.10 a time of day is a reference to Abu Dhabi time;

1.2.11 including will be construed without limitation;

1.2.12 the headings in this Loan Agreement are for ease of reference only and do
not affect its interpretation; and

1.2.13 unless this Loan Agreement expressly provides to the contrary, any
obligation of the Borrower under this Loan Agreement which is not a
payment obligation remains in force for so long as any payment obligation
of the Borrower is outstanding or the Lender is under any obligation to
advance a Loan under the Loan Agreement.

1.3 Third Party Rights

1.3.1 Unless expressly provided to the contrary in this Loan Agreement a person
who is not a party to this Loan Agreement has no right under the Third
Parties Act to enforce or to enjoy the benefit of any term of this Loan
Agreement.

1.3.2 Notwithstanding any term of the Loan Agreement the consent of any
person who is not a party to the Loan Agreement is not required to rescind
or vary this Loan Agreement at any time.

2 The Loan

Subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein, the Borrower agrees to
borrow from the Lender, and the Lender, relying upon the representations and
warranties contained in this Loan Agreement, hereby agrees to make available to
the Borrower a Loan of USD 1,000,000,000 (one billion US dollars) pursuant to the
terms and conditions of this Loan Agreement in order to provide general support
to the national budget of the Borrower.

3 Conditions Precedent

3.1 Effective Date



This Loan Agreement shall become effective on the date on which the Lender has
received all of the following conditions precedent in form and substance
satisfactory to the Lender:

representatives of all parties to this Loan Agreement;

a Certified Copy of a decision of the Government of the Republic of Serbia
or any other instrument duly executed by the relevant Authority of the
Republic of Serbia that (A) expressly approves the borrowing by the
Borrower under this Loan Agreement and the draft Loan Agreement, and
(B) expressly authorizes the Minister of Finance of the Republic of Serbia
or any other person to whom the Minister of Finance of the Republic of
Serbia has properly delegated such authority, to execute this Loan
Agreement;

evidence of the enactment by the National Assembly of the Republic of
Serbia of the law approving and ratifying this Loan Agreement (together
with evidence of such law being proclaimed by the President of the
Republic of Serbia) and published in the Official Gazette of the Republic of
Serbia;

a draft of the legal opinion to be provided in accordance with Clause 3.2.1
3.2.1 (A) below; and

an agent for the service of process acceptable to the Lender has been
appointed in accordance with Clause 18.4 (Service of process).

3.2 Conditions Precedent to the Disbursement

The Borrower may not deliver a Disbursement Request to the Lender
unless the Effective Date has occurred and the Lender has received all of
the following conditions precedent in form and substance satisfactory to
the Lender:

(A) an original of a legal opinion, addressed to the Lender, from the
Ministry of Justice of the Republic of Serbia regarding the capacity and the
authority of the Borrower to enter into this Loan Agreement and the
enforceability of this Loan Agreement under the laws of the Republic of
Serbia, in a form and substance acceptable to the Lender; and

(B) an original of a legal opinion, addressed to the Lender, from Allen &
Overy LLP, counsel to the Lender, regarding the enforceability of this Loan
Agreement under English law, in a form and substance acceptable to the
Lender;

(C) evidence that any agent for process appointed in accordance with
Clause 18.4 (Service of process) has accepted its appointment.

The Lender will only be obliged to make the Loan available to the Borrower
if, on the date of the Disbursement Request and the date of the
Disbursement:

(A) no Default shall have occurred and is continuing or could arise as a
result of the relevant Disbursement;



(B) the representations and warranties of the Borrower contained in this
Loan Agreement shall continue to be true and correct; and

(C) this Loan Agreement is in full force and effect and this Loan
Agreement has not been suspended, cancelled or terminated.

3.3 All the documents listed in Clause 3.2.1 (Conditions Precedent), which are
not provided in the English language shall be accompanied by a certified translation in
English as per the provisions set forth in Clause 16.6 (Language).

4. Availability and Disbursement of the Loan

4.1 The Borrower may borrow the Loan by delivering a duly completed
Disbursement Request to the Lender. Only one Disbursement Request may be delivered
to the Lender and the Lender is only obliged to make one Loan, which shall be in an
amount of USD 1,000,000,000 (one billion US dollars).

4.2 The Lender shall effect the Disbursement of the entire Loan to the account
notified to the Lender by the Borrower in the Disbursement Request no later than seven
(7) Business Days after it receives the Disbursement Request from the Borrower.

4.3 Disbursement may only be effected in USD and on a Business Day within the
Availability Period.

5. Repayment of Principal

The Borrower undertakes to the Lender to repay the principal amount of the entire
Loan in freely transferable USD on the Final Repayment Date.

6. Prepayment and cancellation
6.1 Mandatory Prepayment
6.1.1 Illegality

Unless the Parties otherwise agree, the Borrower shall prepay the Lender all
amounts outstanding under this Loan Agreement if it becomes unlawful or
impossible for the Lender to continue to be a party to this Loan Agreement or fund
the Loan. The date for such prepayment by the Borrower shall be the day falling
twenty (20) calendar days after the Lender has notified the Borrower of such
illegality.

6.1.2 Prepayment of other Financial Indebtedness
The Borrower shall prepay the Loan in accordance with Clause 11.1.13.
6.2 Voluntary Prepayment

6.2.1 The following conditions shall apply if the Borrower intends to prepay all of
the Outstanding Amount:

(A) the prepayment may only be made on an Interest Payment Date; and

(B) the Borrower shall notify the Lender in writing of its intent to make a
prepayment at least thirty (30) calendar days prior to the projected
prepayment date. Unless the Parties otherwise agree, the notice shall be
irrevocable.



6.3 Prepayment of Loans

6.3.1 Any amount prepaid in accordance with this Clause 6 shall be applied to
the outstanding principal and shall not be subject to any prepayment fee.
No prepaid amount may be drawn again.

6.3.2 Any amount prepaid in accordance with this Clause 6 must be made
together with accrued interest on such amount.

7. Interest

7.1 The Borrower shall pay to the Lender on each Interest Payment Date interest
in USD as calculated by the Lender on the Outstanding Amount at the Interest
Rate.

7.2 Subject to the proviso in the definition thereof, each Interest Period will be six
(6) months.

7.3 Interest shall accrue from day to day and shall be computed for the actual
number of days elapsed and on the basis of a three hundred and sixty (360) days
year. Interest shall accrue from, and include, the first day of an Interest Period up
to, but excluding, the last day of such Interest Period.

7.4 The Lender shall send to the Borrower, no later than thirty (30) calendar days
before each Interest Payment Date, a notice of payment detailing the amounts of
Interest to be paid on such Interest Payment Date, provided that its failure to do
so shall not excuse the Borrower from its obligation to pay such accrued interest
of its due date for payment in accordance with this Loan Agreement.

8. Payments

8.1 All payments to be made by the Borrower under this Loan Agreement shall be
made in full without set-off or counterclaim whatsoever, free and clear of any
deduction or withholding, in USD on the due date to the following account of the
Lender:

8.2 All payments by the Borrower under this Loan Agreement shall be made in
such a manner that the funds shall be available before 3:00 pm (local time) in
Abu Dhabi on their due date.
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8.3 All Taxes and other Tax amounts (including, where applicable, any stamp
duties and registration fees), payable upon the execution and/or the performance
of, and/or with respect to, this Loan Agreement and the documents related
thereto, shall be paid by the Borrower. If at any time any applicable law,
regulation or regulatory requirement or any governmental authority, monetary
agency or central banking authority in the country from which any payment due
under this Loan Agreement for account of the Lender are to be made or any
country to whose taxation laws the Borrower or the Lender may be subject,
requires the Borrower to make any deduction or withholding in respect of Taxes
from any payment due under this Loan Agreement for the account of the Lender,
the sum due from the Borrower in respect of such payment shall be increased to
the extent necessary to ensure that, after the making of such deduction or
withholding, the Lender receives on the due date for such payment (free from any
liability in respect of any such deduction or withholding) a net sum equal to the
sum which it would have received had no such deduction or withholding been
required to be made.

8.4 When any payment under the Loan Agreement would otherwise be due on a
day which is not a Business Day, the due date for payment shall be extended to
the next following Business Day, unless such Business Day falls in the next
calendar month in which case payment shall be made on the immediately
preceding Business Day.

8.5 If the Lender receives a payment that is insufficient to discharge all the
amounts then due and payable by the Borrower under this Loan Agreement, the
Lender shall apply that payment towards the obligations of the Borrower under
the Loan Agreement in the following order:

8.5.1 in or towards payment of interest accrued and indemnities pursuant to
Clause 9 (Default Interest; Indemnities);

8.5.2 in or towards payment of interest at the Interest Rate;
8.5.3 in or towards repayment of the principal amount of the Loan.

8.6 All payments to be made by the Borrower under the Loan Agreement shall be
calculated and be made without (and free and clear of any deduction for) set-off
or counterclaim.

9. Default Interest; Indemnities
9.1 Default Interest

If any amount due under the terms of this Loan Agreement is not paid on the due date
for payment, then in respect of the period during which such sum is overdue for
payment the Borrower shall pay interest thereon at the increased rate of one per cent
(1%) per annum above the Interest Rate (the "Default Interest"). Such Default
Interest shall be due and payable from day to day without further notice or demand
from such due date for payment until the date of receipt by the Lender of such overdue
amount. Unpaid interest (including Default Interest accruing from the fifth (5th)
calendar day after the day on which the amount to which that Default Interest relates
was due for payment) arising on an overdue amount will be compounded with the
overdue amount at the end of each Interest Period, but will remain immediately due
and payable. A certificate by the Lender as to the rate of interest payable and the
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manner of calculation under the provisions of this Clause shall (in the absence of
manifest error) be binding upon the Borrower.

9.2 Tax Indemnity

The Borrower shall pay and discharge, or cause to be paid or discharged, as soon
as the same become payable (and shall, if requested by the Lender, produce to
the Lender evidence of the payment and discharge thereof) and indemnify and
keep fully indemnified each Indemnitee at all times on a full indemnity basis from
and against all Taxes payable by any Indemnitee at any time in respect of this
Loan Agreement.

9.3 Stamp Taxes

The Borrower shall within three (3) Business Days of demand, indemnify the
Lender and each Indemnitee against any cost, loss or liability which an Indemnitee
incurs in relation to any stamp duty, registration tax or other similar Tax payable
in respect of this Loan Agreement.

9.4 Other Indemnity

The Borrower agrees at all times, by reason of the occurrence of any of the
circumstances set out in this Clause or otherwise, fully to indemnify and keep
indemnified each Indemnitee on an after tax basis against any and all claims,
damages, losses, liabilities, costs, legal expenses and expenses (altogether
"Losses") that may be incurred by or asserted or awarded against any
Indemnitee relating to or arising in any manner or for any cause or reason
whatsoever out of:

9.4.1 the occurrence of any Event of Default;

9.4.2 such Indemnitee exercising any of the Lenders rights and remedies under
this Loan Agreement following any such default;

9.4.3 any claim, investigation, litigation or proceeding (or the preparation of any
defense with respect thereto) commenced in relation to this Loan Agreement
(or the transactions contemplated hereby or thereby) (or any of them) or
any use made or proposed to be made with the proceeds of the Loan;

9.4.4 a failure by the Borrower to pay any amount due under this Loan Agreement
on its due date;

9.4.5 funding (or making arrangements to fund) a Loan requested in accordance
with this Loan Agreement, but not made by reason of a failure to comply
with Clause 3.2 (Conditions Precedent to the Disbursement) or as a result of
any other failure by the Borrower;

9.4.6 a Loan (or a part of a Loan) not being prepaid in accordance with this Loan
Agreement or any notice given in respect of this Loan Agreement;

9.4.7 any payment, claim, proof, judgment or order in respect of this Loan
Agreement being in a currency other than USD; and

9.4.8 acting or relying on any notice, request or instruction which the Lender
reasonably believes to be genuine, correct and appropriately authorized by
the Borrower.
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The Borrower's liability in each case includes any Loss on account of funds
borrowed, contracted for or utilized to fund any Loan or any other amount payable
under this Loan Agreement.

9.5 Indemnity Payments by the Borrower

Subject to Clause 9.1 (Default Interest), moneys becoming due by the Borrower to
the Lender or other Indemnitee under the indemnities and payment obligations
contained in this Loan Agreement (including but not limited to this Clause 9.
(Default Interest; Indemnities)) shall be paid within five (5) Business Days of first
written demand made by the Lender (or other Indemnitee) and shall be paid
together with interest thereon at the Interest Rate from the date of demand to the
date of payment by the Borrower to the Lender (or other Indemnitee) (after as
well as before judgment).

9.6 Continuing Indemnities

The indemnities contained in this Loan Agreement (including but not limited to this
Clause 9.6) in favor of the Indemnitees shall continue in full force and effect in
accordance with their terms notwithstanding (a) the termination of this Loan
Agreement for any reason whatsoever, (b) the cessation by, or dissolution or
change in the constitution of, the Borrower or any Indemnitee or (c) any other
fact, event or circumstance of any kind whatsoever, whether similar to any of the
foregoing or not.

10. Representations and Warranties

10.1 The Borrower represents and warrants, at the Effective Date (except for
Clauses 10.1.2 (b) and 10.1.12 below which are made on the date of the
Disbursement Request) as follows:

10.1.1 the Borrower has full legal power and authority to execute, deliver and
perform this Loan Agreement, and all other documents required or permitted
to be executed and delivered by it in connection with this Loan Agreement,
inter alia, to obtain the Loan in USD and to effect, in USD, all payments
required to be made under this Loan Agreement and/or any other
documents contemplated hereby and thereby or referred to herein or therein
and has obtained from the relevant Authorities all necessary Authorizations
for the above purpose;

10.1.2 all acts, conditions and things required to be done, fulfilled and performed
in order (a) to enable it lawfully to enter into, exercise its rights under and
perform and comply with the obligations expressed to be assumed by it in
this Loan Agreement, (b) to ensure that the obligations expressed to be
assumed by it therein are legal, valid, binding and enforceable and (c) to
make this Loan Agreement admissible in evidence in the Republic of Serbia
or in any other relevant jurisdiction have been done, fulfilled and performed;

10.1.3 the obligations expressed to be assumed by the Borrower in this Loan
Agreement are legal and valid obligations binding on it and enforceable in
accordance with their respective terms;

10.1.4 the entry into and performance by it, and the transactions contemplated
by this Loan Agreement do not conflict with:
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(A) the Constitution of the Republic of Serbia;
(B) any other law, statute, rule or regulation applicable to it;

(C) any judgment, decree, tribunal decision, order or permit applicable to
the Borrower or to which the Borrower is subject; or

(D) any agreement or treaty to which it is a party or any other instrument
binding upon it or any of its assets.

10.1.5 no provision in this Loan Agreement is contrary to public policy in the
Republic of Serbia;

10.1.6 the execution of the Loan Agreement and the exercise of the Borrower's
rights and performance of its obligations thereunder will not result in the
existence of nor oblige the Borrower to create any encumbrance over all or
any of its present or future revenues or assets and will not conflict with
any agreement, arrangement or instrument binding upon it or any of its
present or future revenues or assets;

10.1.7 the Borrower is not in breach of or in default under any agreement to
which the Borrower is a party or which is binding on it or any of its assets;

10.1.8 each of the officers executing this Loan Agreement on behalf of the
Borrower is at the time of such execution duly and properly in office and
fully authorized thereof, and any other document required or issued in
connection with this Loan Agreement has been executed by duly and
properly in office and fully authorized officers thereof;

10.1.9 the choice of English law as the governing law of the Loan Agreement will
be valid, binding and recognized and enforced in the Republic of Serbia;

10.1.10 submission to arbitration in Clause 18 (Enforcement and Applicable Law)
will be recognized and enforced in the Republic of Serbia;

10.1.11 any arbitral award in an arbitral proceeding as provided in Clause 18
(Enforcement and Applicable Law) in relation to this Loan Agreement will be
recognized and enforced in the Republic of Serbia without re-examination
of its merits;

10.1.12 the law approving and ratifying this Loan Agreement has been enacted by
the National Assembly of the Republic of Serbia (together with such law
being proclaimed by the President of the Republic of Serbia) and published
in the Official Gazette of the Republic of Serbia;

10.1.13 the Borrower is subject to civil law with respect to its obligations under
any of this Loan Agreement to which it is a party and is not entitled to
claim immunity in connection therewith for itself or any of its assets;

10.1.14 it is not required to make any deduction for or on account of Taxes from
any payment it may make under this Loan Agreement;

10.1.15 under the law of the Republic of Serbia it is not necessary that this Loan
Agreement be filed, recorded or enrolled with any court or other Authority in
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that jurisdiction or that any stamp, registration or similar Tax be paid on or
in relation to this Loan Agreement or the transactions contemplated by this
Loan Agreement, except for (a) inscription of the relevant data on this
Loan Agreement in the public debt records kept by the Public Debt
Administration of the Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Serbia and (b)
reporting this Loan Agreement (and amendments/termination thereof and
realizations thereunder) to the National Bank of Serbia;

10.1.17 any factual information provided by the Borrower to the Lender in
connection with this Loan Agreement in writing prior to the date hereof
was true and accurate as at the date it was provided or as at the date (if
any) at which it is stated, does not omit material facts and all reasonable
inquiries have been made by the Borrower to verify the facts contained
therein;

10.1.18 nothing has occurred or been omitted from the information provided to
the Lender in connection with this Loan Agreement and no information has
been given or withheld that results in the information provided to the
Lender in writing prior to the date hereof being untrue or misleading in any
material respect;

10.1.19 the Borrower's payment obligations under this Loan Agreement rank at
least pari passu with the claims of all its other unsecured and
unsubordinated creditors in respect of any Financial Indebtedness;

10.1.20 the Borrower has duly waived any immunity from jurisdiction, execution
or enforcement which it enjoys at present or may enjoy, and in any
proceedings taken in relation to this Loan Agreement it will not be entitled
to claim for itself or any of its assets immunity from suit, execution,
attachment or other legal process, except for the assets of the Borrower
designated for diplomatic purposes;

10.1.21 it is a member in good standing of the International Monetary Fund, the
World Bank, the International Finance Corporation, the International
Development Agency, the International Bank for Reconstruction and
Development, the International Centre for the Settlement of Investment
Disputes, the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the
Multilateral Investment Guarantee Agency and no limitation or restriction
has been imposed on its use of the resources of any of such institutions;

10.1.22 its entry into the Loan Agreement and any payment made to the Lender
pursuant thereto does not and will not contravene, breach or conflict with
any rules, regulations, directives or requirements of the IMF or the World
Bank in respect of the Borrower;

10.1.23 the Borrower is not subject to any Sanctions and the Borrower will
exercise its best efforts to avoid becoming subject to any Sanctions in the
future;

10.1.24 the entry into this Loan Agreement by the Borrower will not violate any
Sanctions and the proceeds of the Loan will not be used in violation of any
Sanctions;

10.1.25 the Lender is not, and will not be deemed to be, resident, domiciled,
carrying on business or subject to Tax in the Republic of Serbia by reason only
of the execution, delivery, performance or enforcement of this Loan Agreement;

10.1.26 the information most recently delivered to the Lender under Clause
11.1.2:

10.1.26.3 fairly represents the economic and financial condition of the
Borrower,

threatened which might, if adversely determined, have a material adverse
effect on the revenues, prospects or financial condition of the Borrower or the
ability of the Borrower to perform any of its obligations under this Loan
Agreement.

10.2 The representations and warranties set forth above (other than in Clause
10.1.27) shall be deemed to be repeated by the Borrower on and as of the date of
the Disbursement Request, the Disbursement Date, the Final Repayment Date and
each Interest Payment Date by reference to the circumstances prevailing on those
dates. The representation and warranty set forth above in Clause 10.1.27 shall be

11 Covenants

11.1 The Borrower hereby undertakes to the Lender that so long as any sums
remain due under the terms of the Loan Agreement:

11.1.1 promptly, to:

11.1.1.1 obtain, comply with, and do all that is necessary to maintain in full
force and effect; and

11.1.1.2 supply certified copies to the Lender of,

any Authorization required under any applicable law or regulation to enable it
to perform its obligations under this Loan Agreement and to ensure the
legality, validity, enforceability or admissibility in evidence in each relevant
jurisdiction of this Loan Agreement.

11.1.2 to supply to the Lender promptly such financial, statistical and general
information in relation to the Borrower and the financial condition or operations of
the Borrower as the Lender may reasonably request;
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1.3 to furnish the Lender with the specimen signatures of each person from
time to time authorized to sign notices (including the Disbursement
Request) to be given by the Borrower to the Lender under the provisions of
this Loan Agreement and legally bind the Borrower;

1.4 to inform the Lender as soon as possible (and in any event within five (5)
Business Days of becoming so aware) if any of the representations and
warranties in Clause 10 (Representations and Warranties) cease to be true
or correct;

1.5 to pay all Taxes and expenses (if and when applicable) in the Republic of
Serbia, including where applicable, any stamp duties and registration fees
when falling due, in relation to the execution, delivery and performance of
this Loan Agreement;

1.6 to take all actions necessary or desirable and all actions reasonably
requested by the Lender in order to ensure the legality, validity,
enforceability and admissibility in evidence of this Loan Agreement;

1.7 to inscribe, promptly (and in any event within five (5) Business Days after
the Disbursement), the relevant data in relation to this Loan Agreement in
the public debt records kept by the Public Debt Administration of the
Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Serbia and report, promptly after the
approval and ratification of this Loan Agreement (and any
amendments/termination thereof and realizations thereunder) by the
National Assembly of the Republic of Serbia, to the National Bank of
Serbia;

1.8 to ensure that its obligations under this Loan Agreement rank at all times
at least pari passu with the claims of other unsecured and unsubordinated
creditors of the Borrower;

1.9 to promptly (and in any event within five (5) Business Days of becoming so
aware) inform the Lender of the imposition of any Sanctions on the
Borrower;

1.10 immediately upon becoming aware of the occurrence of an event which is
a Potential Event of Default or an Event of Default, to notify the Lender of
the same;

1.11 to inform the Lender immediately, upon their occurrence, of any
negotiations it undertakes with any of its creditors in order to renegotiate
or restructure any of its debts;

1.12 not to do anything or take any action or knowingly omit to take any
action which has or is reasonably likely to have the effect of prejudicing the
interests of the Lender in relation to this Loan Agreement;

1.13 not to voluntarily prepay all or part of any of its Financial Indebtedness
(other than the Loan) in excess of an aggregate amount of USD
1,500,000,000 (one billion five hundred million US dollars) without
proportionally prepaying the Loan; and
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11.1.14 not to create or permit to subsist any Security Interest upon the whole or
any part of its present or future undertaking, assets or revenues.

12. Events of Default and Acceleration

12.1 Each of the events and circumstances referred to below constitutes an Event

of Default:

12.1.1 the Borrower fails to pay when due, in the currency and manner specified
herein, any amount of principal of, or any interest, on the Loan or any
other amounts payable under the Loan Agreement, unless its failure to pay
is caused by administrative or technical error and payment is made within
five (5) Business Days of its due date;

12.1.2 the Borrower fails to duly perform or observe any other term, covenant or
agreement contained in the Loan Agreement, unless:

the misrepresentation, breach of warranty or misstatement:

are capable of remedy; and

are remedied within five (5) Business Days of the earlier of (a)
the Lender giving notice to the Borrower of the
misrepresentation, breach of warranty or misstatement and (b)
the Borrower becoming aware of the misrepresentation, breach
of warranty or misstatement;

12.1.4 a moratorium is established on the payment of interest or repayment of
principal on any or all of the debts of the Republic of Serbia;

12.1.5 the Borrower is deemed, or is declared for the purposes of any applicable
law to be, unable or admits inability to pay its debts as they fall due,
suspends making payments on any of its debts or by reason of actual or
anticipated financial difficulties, commences negotiations with one or more
of its creditors with a view to rescheduling any of its indebtedness;

12.1.6 any corporate action, legal proceedings or other procedure or step is taken
in relation to:

12.1.6.1 the suspension of payments or a moratorium of any

indebtedness of the Borrower;
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12.1.6.2 a composition, compromise, assignment or arrangement with
any creditor of the Borrower;

12.1.6.3 enforcement of any Security Interest over any assets of the
Borrower; or

12.1.6.4 any analogous procedure or step is taken in any jurisdiction;

12.1.7 the Borrower repudiates or rescinds or purports to repudiate or rescind the
Loan Agreement in whole or in part, or evidences an intention to repudiate
or rescind the Loan Agreement in whole or in part;

12.1.8 any Sanctions are imposed on the Borrower;

12.1.9 the Borrower ceases to be a member of the International Monetary Fund,
the World Bank, the International Finance Corporation, the International
Development Agency, the International Bank for Reconstruction and
Development, the International Centre for the Settlement of Investment
Disputes, the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, the
Multilateral Investment Guarantee Agency or any successor of any such
institution, or ceases to be eligible to utilize the resources of any of such
institutions (or any successor thereof);

12.1.10 it is, or becomes, unlawful for the Borrower to perform any of its
obligations under this Loan Agreement;

12.1.11 this Loan Agreement is not in full force and effect;

12.1.12 any other obligation of the Borrower becomes prematurely payable or is
placed on demand or the creditor in respect of that obligation becomes
entitled to declare any such obligation prematurely payable or any such
obligation is not paid when due or any security over the assets of the
Borrower becomes enforceable.

12.2 If an Event of Default is continuing, the Lender may by notice to the
Borrower:

12.2.1 cancel the Lender's obligation to make available the Loan; and/or
12.2.2 declare that all or part of any Outstanding Amounts are:

12.2.2.1 immediately due and payable; or

12.2.2.2 payable on demand by the Lender.

13.2 In the case of communications sent by swift or fax, such communications
shall be deemed to have been received on the Business Day following the date of
transmission (provided they have been received in a legible form); in the case of
international express courier or hand-delivered mail against receipt, such
communications shall be deemed to have been received on the day they are
received by the recipient; and, in the case of registered mail, such
communications shall be deemed to have been received on the date they are
tendered to the recipient.

13.3 Any change of address shall be communicated in accordance with the
procedures set forth in this Clause 13. Any communication made by the Lender to
the Borrower under the Loan Agreement may be given by electronic mail (email)
or any other electronic medium if the Borrower and the Lender:

13.3.1 agree as to this method of communication, until otherwise advised;

13.3.2 inform each other of their respective email addresses and/or any other
information required for the electronic exchange of information; and

13.3.3 inform each other of any change in relation to their respective address or
information provided to each other.

13.4 All communications shall be in English.
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14. Assignment

14.1 The Lender (the "Existing Lender") may, at any time, assign all or any
rights and benefits or transfer (by novation) all or any of its obligations hereunder
to any other person (the "New Lender"), provided that a prior consent shall be
required from the Borrower for such assignment to the New Lender (such consent
not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed). The Borrower shall take all actions
required to give effect to an assignment or transfer by the Existing Lender under
this Clause 14.1.

14.2 The Borrower may not, at any time, assign or transfer its rights and
obligations hereunder.

15. Books of the Lender

The Borrower hereby confirms that the Lender's books, accounts, entries and
interest calculations in relation to this Loan Agreement shall be deemed to be
correct except for manifest error and shall be prima facie evidence against the
Borrower in all their particulars, including all references to the calculation of the
above sums and other matters related hereto.

16. Miscellaneous
16.1 No waiver

No failure or delay by the Lender in exercising any right, power or privilege under
this Loan Agreement will operate as a waiver or prejudice any other or further
exercise by the Lender of any of its rights or remedies under this Loan
Agreement. The rights and remedies under this Loan Agreement are cumulative
and not exclusive of any rights or remedies provided by law.

16.2 Partial Invalidity or Partial Unenforceability

16.2.1 The fact that any provision of this Loan Agreement is declared invalid or
unenforceable by any court whatsoever shall in no way affect the validity
or the enforceability of the other provisions of such Loan Agreement.

16.2.2 Any provision of this Loan Agreement which may be declared invalid or
unenforceable shall be replaced, by mutual agreement of the Parties, with
a similar provision in conformity with the intent of the parties under this
Loan Agreement to the fullest possible extent.

16.3 No Grounds for Contention

All the statements or other certificates prepared by the Lender under the Loan
Agreement relating to the amounts due from the Borrower to the Lender shall,
except in case of manifest error, be fully binding on the Borrower.

16.4 Amendments and Waivers

16.4.1 Any term of this Loan Agreement may be amended or waived only with the
consent of the Borrower and the Lender in writing, and any such amendment
or waiver will be binding on all Parties. The Borrower agrees to undertake any
actions that might be required under any applicable law, including the
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new ratification by the National Assembly of the Republic of Serbia (if
necessary or required), in order for any amendment or waiver to be duly
effected under any applicable law.

16.4.2 The Lender reserves the right to invoice the Borrower with any costs
incurred by the Lender in connection with such amendment.

16.5 Schedules

The Schedules and the Preamble to this Loan Agreement shall form an integral
part of this Loan Agreement and shall have equal legal force.

16.6 Language

16.6.1 The language of the Loan Agreement as well as any communication or
document delivered under the Loan Agreement is English. If translations
into other languages are required, the English version shall take
precedence in the event of any discrepancy in the interpretation of the
provisions of the Loan Agreement or in the event of any dispute between
the Parties (except in the case of a company's articles of association, a
legal text or any other document of an official nature).

16.6.2 All original documents, Authorizations or other instruments which must be
delivered to the Lender under the Loan Agreement that are not drafted in
the English language shall be accompanied by a translation from a certified
translator, where so requested by the Lender.

16.7 Cancellation of Prior Instruments

As of its execution date, this Loan Agreement represents the entire agreement
between the Parties in relation to its subject matter and accordingly supersedes
and replaces any prior document which may have been exchanged or
communicated at the time this Loan Agreement was negotiated.

16.8 Disclosure of Information

Notwithstanding any existing confidentiality agreement, the Lender may transmit
any information or any documents relating to the Borrower and the Loan
Agreement (a) to their auditors, statutory accountants, rating agencies, advisors,
(b) to any person or entity to which the Lender plans to assign or transfer any of
its rights or obligations under the Loan Agreement or with which (or through
which) the Lender has entered into (or may potentially enter into) a participation
agreement relating to the Loan Agreement, or any other agreement pursuant to
which payments are to be made by reference to the Loan Agreement, (c) to any
person or entity for the purpose of taking interim measures or to protect their
rights under the Loan Agreement, (d) to Authorities in the United Arab Emirates,
(e) to other members of their group (subsidiaries, associated companies, parent
company, etc.), and (f) to any person to whom the information must be disclosed
pursuant to any law or regulation, provided those persons are subject to a
professional obligation to maintain the confidentiality of the information or are
otherwise bound by requirements of confidentiality with respect to such
information.
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16.9 Counterparts

This Loan Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts, and this
has the same effect as if the signatures on the counterparts were on a single copy
of this Loan Agreement.

17. Set-Off

17.1 The Borrower waives the right to set-off where it considers that it holds any
claim against the Lender in any respect and for any reason whatsoever.

17.2 The Lender may (but is not obliged to) set-off any obligation due and
payable by the Borrower under this Loan Agreement against any obligation owed by the
Lender to the Borrower, regardless of the place of payment or currency of either
obligation. The Lender may effect any currency exchanges which are appropriate to
implement such set-off.

18. Enforcement and Applicable Law
18.1 Applicable Law

This Loan Agreement and any non-contractual obligations arising out of or in
connection with it shall be governed exclusively by and construed in accordance
with the laws of England and Wales.

18.2 Arbitration

18.2.1 Subject to Clause 18.3 (Option to Litigate) any dispute, controversy or
claim arising out of or relating to the Loan Agreement, including, but not limited
to, any question regarding its existence, validity, interpretation, enforcement,
breach or termination (a "Dispute"), shall be exclusively and finally resolved by
arbitration under the Arbitration Rules of the London Court of International
Arbitration (the "Rules"), which rules are deemed to be incorporated by reference
into this Clause.

18.2.2 The tribunal shall consist of three (3) arbitrators, one of whom shall be
selected by the Borrower and the other selected by the Lender, and such selected
arbitrators shall agree and appoint the third arbitrator (who shall act as chairman,
unless they otherwise agree) and who shall, in the absence of agreement, be
appointed by the London Court of International Arbitration. The place of arbitration
shall be London. The language of the arbitration shall be English. The tribunal shall
give a written record of the award and reasons therefore.

18.3 Option to Litigate

18.3.1 Notwithstanding Clause 18.2 (Arbitration), the Lender may by notice (a
"Litigation Notice") in writing to the Borrower require that all Disputes be
litigated or a specific Dispute be litigated.

18.3.2 A Litigation Notice must specify the following:
18.3.2.1 that a Dispute has arisen;
18.3.2.2 the Parties involved in the Dispute; and
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18.3.2.3 the nature of the Dispute to be settled by litigation.

18.3.3 A Litigation Notice may be served at any time following a Dispute arising,
provided that if a Request (as defined in the Rules) has been served in
relation to that Dispute, a Litigation Notice must be given by no later than
28 days after the service of the Request.

18.3.4 If a Litigation Notice is given by the Lender pursuant to this Clause 18.3,
the Parties agree that:

18.3.4.1 the English courts have exclusive jurisdiction to settle any
Dispute which is the subject of any such Litigation Notice and each
Party submits to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English courts;

18.3.4.2 the English courts are the most appropriate and convenient
courts to settle any such Dispute and accordingly each Party agrees
not to argue to the contrary and waives objection to the English
courts on the grounds of inconvenient forum or otherwise in relation
to proceedings in connection with this Loan Agreement; and

18.3.4.3 the Parties cannot commence arbitration proceedings in
relation to the Dispute(s) specified in the Litigation Notice and any
arbitration proceedings commenced in relation to any such Disputes
will be terminated.

18.3.5 This Clause 18.3 is for the benefit of the Lender only. To the extent
permitted by law and subject to this Clause 18.3, the Lender:

18.3.5.1 will not be prevented from taking proceedings relating to a
Dispute in any other court with jurisdiction; and

18.3.5.2 may take concurrent proceedings in any number of
jurisdictions.

18.4 Service of process

18.4.1 Without prejudice to any other mode of service allowed under any relevant
law, the Borrower:

18.4.1.1 shall irrevocably appoint an agent with an address in
England or Wales as its agent for service of process in relation to any
proceedings before the English courts in connection with the Loan
Agreement; and

18.4.1.2 agrees that failure by an agent for service of process to
notify the Borrower of the process will not invalidate the proceedings
concerned.

18.4.2 If any person appointed as an agent for service of process is unable for
any reason to act as agent for service of process, the Borrower must
immediately (and in any event within five calendar days of such event
taking place) appoint another agent on terms acceptable to the Lender.
Failing this, the Lender may appoint another agent for this purpose.

18.4.3 This Clause does not affect any other method of service allowed by law.
18.5 Waiver of immunity

18.5.1 To the extent that the Borrower may in any jurisdiction (including the
Republic of Serbia) claim for itself or its assets immunity from suit,
execution, attachment (whether before the issue of an award or judgment
or otherwise) or other legal process, and to the extent that in any such
jurisdiction there may be attributed to itself or its assets or revenues such
immunity (whether or not claimed), the Borrower hereby irrevocably
agrees not to claim and hereby irrevocably waives such immunity to the
full extent permitted by the laws of such jurisdiction and, without
limitation, the Borrower waives generally all immunity it or its assets
(except for the assets of the Borrower designated for diplomatic purposes)
or revenues may otherwise have in any jurisdiction, including immunity in
respect of:

18.5.1.1 the giving of any relief by way of injunction or order for
specific performance or for the recovery of assets or revenues; and

18.5.1.2 the issue of any process against its assets (except for the
assets of the Borrower designated for diplomatic purposes) or
revenues for the enforcement of a judgment or award or, in an action
in rem, for the arrest, detention or sale of any of its assets (except
for the assets of the Borrower designated for diplomatic purposes)
and revenues.
